· a copy of the biographies of each of the drivers 

3. Announce each driver as the driver enters the start gate.

4. Announce each driver as the driver approaches the finish gate.
5. May be required, from time to time, to assist the Chute Boss in making announcements to the crowd and mushers.

2. Return all borrowed materials to the Race Office at the end of the races after the Awards Ceremony.
