Purpose:
Facilitate the taking and recording of the race times for each musher in the race.
Pre-Event Functions:

Become familiar with the website so that you can check it for updates.

Read the general guidelines.

Become familiar with the Timex Triathlon Stop Watches used for timing the races.

Obtain the Timex Triathlon Stop Watch instruction sheet.

Obtain a copy of the Race Rules and become familiar with rules that pertain to Timers.
Event Functions:

Friday night

Saturday and Sunday

1. Obtain the Society’s timer clocks and a copy of the Race Time Recording Sheets from the Head Timer one-half hour prior to the start of the race on race days.  The Head Timer may obtain the Race Time Recording Sheets from the Race Office one hour prior to the start of the race on race days.

2. Co-ordinate the start of the timer clocks with the Official Starter one minute prior to the start time of the first dog team in each class.

3. Along with the Head Timer and other Race Timers, proceed to the Finish Gate to record the finish times of each dog team in the race.

4. Confer with the Head Timer and other Race Timers to determine the finish time of each team in the race.

5. Record the race time for each musher appropriately on the Race Time Recording Sheets.

6. Provide the finish times for each team in each class of the race to the Statistician immediately after the last team in each class passes through the finish gate.

7. Return the timer clocks to the Head Timer at the end of the race day

Return any Society materials to the Race Office.

NOTES



The Society owns four stop watches for the purpose of determining race times for each of the dog teams.  One watch will be retained by the Official Starter and the other three will be in the possession of the Head Timer and the Race Timers.  One of the team of Timers should be responsible for recording the finish time while the other three should be operating the watches and relaying the finish times for recordation.

Race Rules – Finish Line


1.
A dog sledding team shall have finished the heat when any part of the team (usually the leading dog’s nose) crosses the finish line.  In the Skijoring Classes, the competitor will have finished the heat when the tip of the leading ski crosses the finish line.

2.
If a loose team crosses the finish line ahead of its driver, that team shall have finished when the driver crosses the finish line.


3.
When multiple starting chutes are used as a finishing chute, a team may return on any of the chutes.

FINISH LINE TIMING PROCEDURE



As a team approaches the finish line, two of the timers with a stop watch will be assigned to be the timers for that team.  One will be the official timer for that team, the second a backup (alternate timer) in the event that the official timer for that team does not stop the time on the stop watch.  The assigned timers will note the bib number and freeze the stop watch at the instant the first part of the team (see point #1 above) crosses the timer finish line.  If the assigned official timer for that team was successful in freezing the time on the stop watch, that timer will relay the bib number and finish time of the team to the time recorder while the alternate timer resumes the time on his/her stop watch and prepares for the arrival of the next team.  If the assigned official timer for that team did not freeze the time on the stop watch, the alternate timer for that team will relay the bib number and finish time of the team to the time recorder while the official timer for that team resumes the time on his/her stop watch and prepares for the arrival of the next team.  The time recorder will record the time provided by the assigned timer on the Race Time Recording Sheets.  When the assigned timer and time recorder confirm the time of the team was recorded correctly, the assigned timer will then unfreeze the stop watch and prepare for their next team assignment and the time recorder will prepare to record the finish time for the next team.

Race Time Recording Sheets



The Race Time Recording Sheets are those sheets provided by the Statistician to the Timers specifically for the purpose of recording the race times of each entrant in each race class (heat).  Each race class appears on its own sheet of paper outlining the entrants in the class in starting position order.



For the purposes of recording race times on the Race Time Recording Sheets, only one (1) time for each team in each race class shall be recorded on the Race Time Recording Sheets in the appropriate space allotted for that purpose.  Calculations and doodling in any other area of the Race Time Recording Sheets will be ignored.
